This week, as | was reading Romans 5, the Holy $pibegan focusing my atten-
tion on verse 17; “For if, by the trespass of theree man, death reigned through that one man, how mic
more will those who receive God’s abundant provisio of grace and of the gift of righteousness reigmi
life through the one man, Jesus Christ.” There areso many rich concepts to be found in this verse.see
the power of the sacrificial death of Jesus that pe the full price for every sin committed in the carse
of human history. It also teaches that God makesbandant provision for us by lavishly pouring out His
grace into our lives. It underscores the fact thatGod graciously extends the amazing gift of rightacs-
ness to us. But the thing that caught my attentioms that we have the ability to reign in life through
Christ. The Greek word for “reign” is “ basileud and means “to govern or rule, to exercise kingly
power, or to exercise the highest influence.”

| understand that we will reign with Christ when He comes again, but this verse is teaching that
we can reign in life right now because of who He iand what He has done for us. Right here, right ne
we can reign in life! 1 wonder what it would looklike, to reign in life. Could it mean that insteadof feel-
ing overwhelmed or distraught we face our challengewith utter confidence in God? Maybe it means
that we choose to live victoriously focusing on thpositive rather than the negative. What if it meas
that | don’'t have to worry about myself so much andthat | can begin to invest in others? | wonder if
understanding this spiritual truth is a key to living the extraordinary life that God has destined forus. |
want to reign in life, don’t you?
