Jesus Healed Bartimaeus

MARK 10:46-52

One day Jesus was leaving Jericho
with His disciples. A large crowd

was following them on the dusty road
to Jerusalem.

Bartimaeus was a blind beggar.
Bartimaeus was probably not able
to work due to his blindness so he
would sit by the road and ask people
to help him.

Bartimaeus heard the noise of the
large crowd walking past him. He
wondered who was walking by. When he
heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, “Jesus,
please help me!” Many people in the crowd warned him to be quiet, but
he cried out even louder. “Son of David, please help me!”
